It expresses
the community's vision of its future and is a guide for both long-term and
day-to-day decisions and actions of the City. The City's current General Plan was
adopted in 1984. Since that time, independent amendments have been made to
the various Elements which comprise the Plan; however, the General Plan has not
been comprehensively updated since it was adopted in 1984.

Mariposa County

A 52,890 square foot waste composting facility on 3.1 acres of the existing landfill
site. Designed to accept up to 80 tons per day (tpd) of solid waste, with an
average operational capacity of 40 to 60 tpd. The facility will be designed to
maximize recycling from the incoming municipal solid waste (MSW) and the
non-compostable residual materials. The project will be in operation for at least 20
years, and with proper maintenance, could be extended another 10-15 years.

The Laguna County Sanitation District provides municipal wastewater collection,
treatment and disposal for the unincorporated Santa Maria area, the town of Orcutt
and a portion of southern part of the city of Santa Maria. The District currently
collects, treats and disposes approximately 2.5 million gallons of wastewater per
day. The treated effluent is disposed of by land irrigation. When irrigation cannot
be performed, the effluent is stored in reservoirs. A large reservoir (290 million
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gallons) was constructed on the District property during 1991-1993 (the
Reservoir).

The proposed project calls for a not-to-exceed total of 1,431 residential dwelling
units. The West Campus would be developed with a maximum of 696 residential
units and would include the removal of a number of existing structures, including
Ambassador Auditorium. Conversion of historic mansions for residential, office,
and/or visitor-serving uses would also occur on the West Campus. The East
Campus is proposed as a higher density residential neighborhood with a maximum
of 735 new dwelling units. A small amount of neighborhood serving retail
development is also contemplated for the East Campus.

Approval of a Campus Facilities Master Plan to accommodate 25,000 FTE
students in 2020.

Construct a new wastewater outfall pipeline to eliminate discharge of City of
Turlock's wastewater effluent to the harding drain (man-made agricultural drainage
ditch) and construct a new outfall to the San Joaquin River.
